Batch Files Tutorial – Creating a Batch File

In this tutorial I will show you how to create a batch file. This tutorial is more for beginners because it just shows the basics. I will release more tutorials for experienced batch file users in the future. 

Steps: 

1. Open up Notepad. To open up Notepad you can either right-click, go to new, then click on Text Document. Or you can click Start-Programs-Accessories-Notepad. 

2. Now you start to enter the commands for the batch file. 

a.  First type: @echo off 

b. Then type: A: 

c. If you want text in a batch file you type this: Echo (Your Text) 

d. Type: pause, if you want the script to pause until you press a key. 

e. Type: exit, if you want the script to exit when it gets to this point. 

3. YOU MUST DO THIS!! To save the notepad file as a batch file follow these        steps: Click File - Save As, the enter the name of you batch file were it says File Name, and after you enter the name put .bat at the end of it. So it would look like this: “example.bat”  

4. To open up the batch file just go to were ever you saved it and click on it!
